WHERE: Governor’s Harbour (MYEM) Eleuthera Bahamas
WHY: To help the Bahamas Habitat Mission provide much needed

We will be lodged and work on the
Island of Eleuthera in the Bahamas, an
island that is 110 miles long that ranges
from 2-miles wide to 200 feet (see
picture of Glass Window Bridge to right).
Our in-country host will be Methodist
Habitat (www.MethodistHabitat.orq),
an outreach mission ministry of the
Bahamas Conference of the Methodist
Church (BCMC).

After the passing of Hurricane
Andrew in August of 1992 the BCMC
became involved in Disaster Relief.
During that time the church became
increasingly aware of the need to invest
in building more sustainable communities
that would be better prepared to withstand
hurricanes — Bahamas Methodist Habitat
was born!

Our group will assemble at Fort Lauderdale Executive Airport (FXE) for a pre-launch luncheon
at one of our sponsor’s facilities (Premier Aircraft Sales, Inc.’s hanger 15 -under the tower).
We will provide a “lunch and learn” environment for briefings on international and water flying.
After our program we will launch at 2PM to fly to Governor’s Harbour (MYEM). You could
travel separately if you like but plan to arrive no later than 4:00 PM to allow for clearing of
customs and to have access to group transportation. A van will be available to take the group
to our lodging. Dinner will be served at Camp Symonette and a briefing will be conducted.
Work teams will also be organized for the next day’s service projects.

Friday November 7th™

Work teams will be sent to projects for the days
work. At days end the group will assemble at
Rainbow Bay for the most beautiful sunset and
swimming. Dinner at Camp Symonette is
provided and a special program will be conducted
following the meal.

Saturday November 8th

This day is all fun and no work! A choice of
activities will be organized and available for all to
participate in. Some may choose to rent cars and
strike out on their own which can be
accommodated at an extra fee (reservations
should be made 2 weeks in advance). We will
then all meet back at Camp Symonette for
another delicious Bahamian meal prepared by
local cooks.

Sunday November 9™

Transportation to the airport will be provided after breakfast and worship services. All will
travel back with a smile on their faces having made great new friends and a difference for a
vital mission. All participants will be invited to take the potential of this mission back to their
communities, churches, youth and civic groups and encourage them to participate in the year
ahead.

This
type of donation is highly valued to BMH as it avoids shipping and duty.

Our base of operation
is Camp Symonette
Missions & Retreat
Center located in
James’ Cistern, on
the Island of
Eleuthera. The camp
is in close proximity to
many beautiful
beaches! Our team
can hike 15 minutes
to the Atlantic Ocean on the North side, 10 minutes to the Caribbean Sea or drive 3 miles
north of the camp to take in the beauty of The Cliffs (see photo at right). There are also many
options for swimming and snorkeling within the community.
During our stay we will have one full day of sightseeing
planned. Bahamas Methodist Habitat staff will assist in
planning excursions. The cost of group transportation is
included in your participation fee, but individuals should be
prepared to pay for other costs such as snacks and
souvenirs. Opportunities to snorkel are available but you
must bring your own equipment. The Camp is located just 15
minutes from the Governors Harbor Airport.

Lodging

Camp Symonette is a three wing one story center that provides a separate wing for men and
women along with bathing facilities for each wing. There is a large dining hall for all group
meals and gatherings. Each wing contains bunk beds and fans and is best described as clean
and functional, not fancy.

WORK
- Our Bahamian (pronounced: Ba-Hay-me-an, otherwise the locals will laugh at us)
partners can house and provide projects for up to 40 people for this event. You will be

divided into smaller work teams that will be assigned different jobs for the work day.
Be prepared to do a variety of construction projects at different sites throughout the
island, including emergency home repair and community development. If you have
special construction skills please let us know what they are ahead of time so we can
plan appropriately.

All on-island group transportation for the weekend will be provided by Bahamas
Methodist Habitat.

Dental Clinic — We are especially seeking dentists and related support staff for this trip
to come be a part of our evolving dental clinic mission. See blog notes for more
details.
